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There is no bath - room be - hind the  Green Mon-ster.

Three voices sing the round in round form, lines 1 through 4, several times. When the first singer is ready to
move on, she should sing line 5, then 6, and continue to sing line 6 until there is a singer each on
lines 4, 5 and 6. (Lines 5 and 6 may be sung quietly, as a shadow to line 4.) The end.
